Permitted structures XE "structures"  are: (a) One single family XE "single family"  dwelling containing not less than 1156 square feet, the plans XE "plans"  for which shall be approved by Beaver Lake Association XE "Association"  under rules and regulations in effect at the time of the request for a building permit XE "building permit" ; (b) An accessory stable building not to exceed 400 square feet, except that such accessory building shall not be constructed prior to construction of a residence upon any lot and that such accessory building shall be located upon the rear one-third of the lot, such location being subject to the approval of Beaver Lake Association on plans submitted prior to the commencement of construction. 
19.  Three equine per lot is permitted.  No equine is permitted to enter any area in Beaver Lake Subdivision other than the area replatted and formerly being Lots 1967 to 2037, inclusive, and reserve lots 14, 15, and 16.  All of such area is northerly and easterly of the county road XE "road"  commonly described as Rock Bluff Road.

18. Equestrian lots E-1 through E-6 Beaver Lake Subdivision, shall be used exclusively for residential purposes and may not be subdivided for any purpose.  Permitted structures XE "structures"  are:  (a) One single family XE "single family"  dwelling containing not less than 1156 square feet, the plans XE "plans"  for which shall be approved by Beaver Lake Association XE "Association"  under rules and regulations in effect at the time of the request for a building permit XE "building permit" ; (b) An accessory/stable building(s) shall meet the requirements as stated in Section III, subsection M of the building codes and is subject to the approval of Beaver Lake Association on plans submitted prior to the commencement of construction. 
19.  Three equine per lot is permitted.  No equine is permitted to enter any area in Beaver Lake Subdivision other than Equestrian lots E-1 through E-6. All such area is northerly and easterly of the county road XE "road"  commonly described as Rock Bluff Road.
