Beaver Lake Campground Rentals

The camping rental fees are as follows:

Tent Camping — 30amp: $25 per night _Site 1
RV Camping — 30 amp: $25 per night _Sites 2-3 & 6-9
RV Camping — 50 amp: $30 per night Sites 4 & 5

Contract and payment by credit/debit card must be made with the office at the time of reservation that is no
later than two weeks prior to reservation date to allow the lot owner to receive the permit(s) for camping
spot(s) that will be mailed to the lot owner.

Cancellation must be made 30 days in advance of the reserved date or the camping fee will not be
refunded.

Rental of the campground must be by a property owner in good standing. The property owner is also
responsible for any damage occurred.

The property owner is defined as the person who actually owns (or leases/rents) the lot. The property owner
must reserve the permit for themselves or guest. Guest names must be given at time of reservation.
Please display the camping permit on the door or window of your rig so BLA staff can read them. Secure to
the outside of a tent.

Check In: Cannot check in prior to noon of reservation date

Check Out: Must check out by 10am of reservation date

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The campground shall be used only by Lot Owners and their guests for camping purposes.

Park vehicles in front of camper-not in another campsite.

Please call security if
you observe any vandalism.

NO fireworks at the campground.

During bad weather, seek shelter in the building or other safe structures.

Minors are NOT allowed to drink alcoholic beverages at Beaver Lake
